Applicant may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition to reapply for a casino service employee registration; and petition to reapply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 08-01-02-05-B; transcript pages 12-14)..

Considered the petition of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc. (HOC), Marina Associates, Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., Bally's Park Place, Inc. and Boardwalk Regency Corp. for a Waiver of Qualification for Officers of HOC and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived qualification, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-85d (1) as to Richard Fu, in his capacity as Vice President Multi-Cultural Marketing, and Sandeep Khera, in his capacity as Vice President Interactive Marketing-Customer Relationship Management  (PRN 3450706)  (ruling number 08-01-02-06; transcript pages 14-16).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and authorized George M. Hirsberg II on a temporary basis, prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Senior Vice President-Chief Financial Officer for Boyd Gaming Corporation, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which, among other things, required that he file a Personal History disclosure Form-MJ and NJ Supplement by January 17, 2008  (PRN 3530707) (ruling number 08-01-02-07; transcript pages 16-19).
