Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of March 19, 2008  (transcript pages 8-9).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 17 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Bayshore Rebar, Inc. and the qualifications of Joseph N. Merlino and Phyliss Merlino;

By a vote of 4-0 granted 13 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*);
By a vote of 4-0 granted the casino service industry license application of Galway Development Corp  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 4-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Kristina L. Klichkovich, Megajackpots Area Supervisor for International Gaming Technology; Michael P. May, Vice President of Table Games for Bally’s Park Place, Inc; and Stephen W. Morro, Chief Operating Officer for International Gaming Technolgy  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-12).

By votes of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Ronald G. Szeliga, Fedor S. Banuchi, Mauricio Ruiz- Llanos, Kenneth D. White, Annamarie Donall and Andre P. Hardy (rulings number 08-04-02-03-A, 08-04-02-03-C, 08-04-02-03-E, 08-04-02-03-F, 08-04-02-03-G, 08-04-02-03-H, 

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by Jamaine D. Farmer.  However, good cause is found, pursuant to section 106c of the Act, to permit Mr. Farmer to be employed in a non-credential hotel position.  Mr. Farmer may petition to reapply early for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (08-04-02-03-B); and 

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied casino employee license application of Anthony J. Harris.  However, good cause is found, pursuant to section 106c of the Act and waiver is applied to permit Mr. Harris to retain his casino service employee registration.  Mr. Farmer may petition for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (08-04-02-03-D, transcript pages 13-14).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $30,000 against Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a/ Caesars Atlantic City) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (07-0687-VC)  (ruling number 08-04-02-04; transcript pages 14-16).

Adjourned Reconsideration of Commission Final Order in the matter of Joseph P. Surovick; and

By a vote of 4-0, based upon non-compliance with the reporting conditions set forth in the respective orders, vacated the existing Orders and denied the respective license applications of Ramel L. Gibson, Tarquin D. Gray, Delmirah E. Muhammad, and Sabu D. Townsel  (ruling number 08-04-02-05-A, 08-04-02-05-B, 08-04-02-05-C, 08-04-02-05-E; transcript pages 16-19).

Adjourned Jesse L. Spellman petition for early reapplication;

By a vote of 4-0 denied Dennis J. Gentile petition to reapply early for casino employee license, a casino service employee registration or to work as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling numbers 08-04-02-06-A); and

By a vote of 4-0 granted Martha I. Hernandez  (a/k/a Hernandez- Solorzano) permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 08-04-02-06-B; transcript pages 19-22).

By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credential held by Raymond Gillin  (rulings number 08-04-02-07; transcript page 22-23).

By a vote of 4-0 granted the petition, extending the transactional waivers until June 9, 2008  (PRN 0920801) (rulings number 08-04-02-13; transcript pages 135-137).
