Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of April 16, 2008  (transcript pages 10-11).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 17 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*); 
By a vote of 4-0 granted 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 4-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  James P. Byrnes, Vice President of Casino Marketing for RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC ; Alyce P. Parker, Vice President of Public Affairs for Bally’s Park Place, Inc., Boardwalk Regency Corp., Marina Associates and Atlantic City Showboat, Inc. ; Linda K. Peddito, Vice President of Teleservices for Marina Associates ; and Steven L. Whiteside, Vice President of Hotel Operations for Boardwalk Regency Corporation  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 11-13).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC., (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton), and issued a temporary casino key employee license to John Pasqualoni, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89(e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Senior Vice President of Operations, without first having been found qualified (PRN 1050802)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 13-15).

By votes of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Jessica A. Clements, (a/k/a Jessica A. Clemens), Kevin L. Rider, Sara M. Brown, Nadine A. Downing and George H. Wilson  (rulings number 08-04-30-04-B; 08-04-30-04-D; 08-04-30-04-E, 08-04-30-04-F, 08-04-30-04-G), 

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the casino employee license application of Chickeema T. Cannon–Bismiallah, (a/k/a Chickeema T. Cannon).  Respondent may work in a position that does not require a license; petition early for a casino service employee registration; and apply early for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (08-04-30-04-A); and 

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the casino employee license application of Richard E. Palko, Sr.  Respondent may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (08-04-30-04-C; transcript pages 18-20).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner William T. Sommeling, Commissioner, and found Mark L. Griffin disqualified.  Disqualification is waived pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-91 (e) and good cause is found, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-106 (c), to allow Mr. Griffin to continue to hold a casino service employee registration and to work in a position that does not require a license.  (07-0506-RC)  (08-04-30-05; transcript pages 20-23).

By a vote of 4-0 granted Xia H. Lee permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling numbers 08-04-30-06-A);


By a vote of 4-0 granted Roger A. Prescott permission to reapply early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 08-04-30-06-B); and
By a vote of 4-0 granted Andrae Walker permission to reapply early for casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling numbers 08-04-30-06-C; transcript pages 23-35).

By a vote of 4-0 granted Matthew R. Weyler motion and vacated the Commission’s suspension Order dated November 21, 2007.  Mr Weyler casino service employee registration is hereby reinstated, pending further hearing proceedings on the revocation and regulatory complaints  (07-0713-RC)  (08-04-30-07; transcript pages 35-38).

Adjourned the application for suspension of Deborah E. McCoy until the May 21, 2008 public meeting; and

By a vote of 3-1 (Commissioner Epps dissented) suspended the credentials held by Irene J. Marshall  (rulings number 08-04-30-08-A; transcript pages 38-42).

By a vote of 4-0 granted the petition of Aristocrat Technologies Australia PTY LTD., for a declaratory ruling, subject to the conditions in the Order  (PRN 3540701)  (ruling number 08-04-30-09; transcript pages 42-44).
10.
By a vote of 4-0 granted the petition of Elektroncek d.d and waived the qualification requirement of RCS Corporate Services as an Outside Director in connection with Elektroncek d.d. current gaming- related CSI license application, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14 (b) (2), subject the conditions in the Order  (PRN 2850705)  (ruling number 08-04-30-10; transcript pages 44-45).

Considered the petition of Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc, Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc. and Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC for approval to issue Securities Intra-Company and for approval of a Corporate Restructuring and other relief and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Christopher I. Chang qualified to serve as Vice President of Innovation and IT Strategy for Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc.  (ruling number 08-04-30-12; transcript pages 49-51).
13.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found John W. Baker qualified to serve as Vice President of Procurement and Enterprise Effectiveness for Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc., and Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc.  (ruling number 08-04-30-13; transcript pages 51-53).

Considered the amended Petition of Marina District Development Company, L.L.C and issued the following rulings:
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-11.3, as to Jeffrey Santoro, in his capacity as Senior Vice President and Controller for Boyd Gaming Corporation.  Further, granted the request to withdraw the application of Mr. Santoro for qualification as Senior Vice President and Treasurer, all subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (ruling number 08-04-30-14; transcript pages 53-55).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the petition of Bally’s Park Place, Inc. (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation, to permit the reconfiguration of its casino floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 1140801)  (ruling number 08-04-30-16; transcript pages 57-59).

Considered the third application of the Conservator and Trustee for the former casino licensee, Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., for approval of fees for the Conservator/Trustee, his Counsel, and Law Firm Consultants;

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted Resorts International Hotel, Inc. an extension of time, thru May 21, 2008, to reconstitute its Audit Committee  (PRN 1150801)  (ruling number 08-04-30-18; transcript pages 16-18).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and authorized Michael Cohen on a temporary basis, prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President, Associate General Counsel and Corporate Secretary for Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc. and Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which, among other things, required that he file a Personal History disclosure Form-MJ and NJ Supplemental by May 15, 2008  (PRN 1150808) (ruling number 08-04-30-19; transcript pages 65-67).
