Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert, and Commissioners, on behalf of the Commission, congratulated 17 retiring employees and gave them Certificates of Commendation.  The employees, each with more than 10 years of State service were Susan Berlino, William Suskevich, Crissa Allen, Mary Bartolett, Matilda DeFalcis, Janet Isaksen, Joan O'Mara, Linda Sozio, Robert Barney, Michael Gaines, Margaret Gunter, John Hickey, Rochelle Jefferson, E. Dennis Kell, Curtis Middleton, Madelen Rotella and Joann Sorrentino.  The Chair and Commissioners wished the 17 a long, healthy and happy retirement  (transcript pages 20-25).
Chair Kassekert also recognized retiring Rick McDonough and Jean Escarpata, employees of the Division of Gaming Enforcement.

By votes of 4-0 ratified the minutes of June 18, 2008; and the Special Meeting minutes of June 30, 2008  (transcript page 11-12).

Chair Kassekert read into the record a Resolution commending retiring Commissioner Frulio for distinguished service to the Commission, which was unanimously adopted  (08-07-16-02)  (transcript pages 12-19).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 33 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*); 
By a vote of 4-0 granted 25 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 4-0 granted the applications for initial or renewal of casino key employee license and for qualification: Anita S. Branca, Director of Security for RIH Acquisition, NJ, Inc. and Thomas J. Scott, Surveillance Director for Atlantic City Showboat, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 25-27).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC,  and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Wolfgang Ebenbichler, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Food and Beverage, without first having been qualified  (PRN 1820817)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 27-29).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Danielle Porto Mohn, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted her, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Marketing, without first having been qualified  (PRN 1720804)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 29-30).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC,  and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Brian Carr, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Finance, without first having been qualified  (PRN 1790816)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 30-32).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Bally's Park Place, Inc., and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Richard Schneider, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted her, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Food and Beverage, without first having been qualified  (PRN 1720805)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 32-34).

The Stipulation of settlement in application of Michael J. Karmilovich for a casino key employee license was adjourned.

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Paul M. Andrews, Demetrios L. Georgous  (a/k/a James L. Georgous), Wilson Morillo, Belinda P. Crespo- Bowden, Salvatore C. Calabro, John A. Boyle, Cheri R. Clark  (a/k/a Cheri Hernandez, Cheri Taylor) and Jose G. Prado- Ramirez  (rulings number 08-07-16-08-A; 08-06-07-08-B; 08-07-16-08-C; 08-06-07-08-D; 08-07-16-08-F; 08-07-16-08-G, 08-07-16-08-H, 08-07-16-08-I; transcript pages 34-38).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $10,000 against Trump Marina Associates, LP, (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino) for violation of its casino alcoholic beverage license, by selling alcoholic beverages for off-site consumption at an unauthorized location   (08-0279-VC) (ruling number 08-07-16-09; transcript pages 38-40).

10.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $22,500 against RIH Acquisition NJ, LLC  (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton Casino Hotel) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.22 and 1.23 (08-0286-VC)  (ruling number 08-07-16-10; transcript pages 40-42).

11.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the casino service industry license application of L & R Construction Company, Inc.  L & R Construction Company, Inc., Charlotte Vollmer and Judith Vollmer are found disqualified and prohibited from conducting any direct or indirect business with casino licensees or applicants until after January 16, 2009  (ruling numbers 08-07-16-11; transcript pages 42-45).

12.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner, Michael A. Fedorko, Commissioner, and found Wendy A. Reyes not disqualified.  Ms. Reyes was permitted to retain her casino service employee registration, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-86 (c) (1) and/or N.J.S.A 5:12-86 (g)  (07-0543-RC)  (08-07-16-12; transcript pages 45-47).

By a vote of 4-0 granted Betty M. Guenther permission to reapply early for casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee, and waived the condition for a wage execution consent agreement  (ruling numbers (08-07-16-13-A);

By a vote of 4-0 granted Danyell L. Haymon permission to reapply early for casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling numbers (08-07-16-13-B); and


By a vote of 4-0 denied Dominick P. Respo petition to reapply early for casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number (08-07-16-13-C; transcript pages 47-53).

By a vote of 4-0, based upon non-compliance with the reporting conditions set forth in the respective Orders, vacated the existing Orders and denied the respective license applications of Scott T. Eldridge, Tommy T. Sharrow, and Sandra D. Trettner  (ruling number 08-07-16-14-A; 08-06-07-14-B; 08-07-16-08-C; transcript pages 53-55).

By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Shawn D Butler, John F. Ciancaglini, Charles O. Doebler, Glen W. Geigerich  (a/k/a Glenn W. Giegerich), John P. Conklin, James B. Dimarco and Vilosa Preston  (a/k/a Vilosa Santoro) (ruling number 08-07-16-15-A; 08-07-16-15-B; 08-07-16-15-C; 08-07-16-15-D; 08-06-07-16-14-E, 08-07-16-14-F; 08-07-16-14-G; transcript pages 55-57).

Adjourned the petition of Spirit Airlines, Inc., for exemption from casino service industry licensure to the August 6, 2008 public meeting  (PRN 3120705)  (transcript page 57).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found George M. Hirsberg ll qualified to serve as Senior Vice President, Treasurer; and Chief Financial Officer for Boyd Gaming Corporation  (ruling number 08-07-16-17; transcript pages 57-59).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Michael Bond qualified to serve as Vice President, Internal Audit for Boyd Gaming Corporation  (ruling number 08-07-16-18; transcript pages 59-61).

By votes of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and authorized Lynn Swann and Jeanne Jackson on a temporary basis, prior to their plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Members of the Board of Directors for Harrah's Entertainment, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7  (PRN 1720803)  (ruling number 08-07-16-19; transcript pages 61-64).
