session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert, and Commissioners, on behalf of the Commission, congratulated retiring employee Steve Ingis and wished him a long, healthy and happy retirement  (transcript pages 7-10).

By votes of 4-0 ratified the minutes of August 6, 2008  (transcript page 11).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 16 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*); 
By a vote of 4-0 granted 8 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); 
By a vote of 4-0 granted the casino service industry license application of Transact Technologies Incorporated; and
By a vote of 4-0 granted the applications for initial or renewal of casino key employee license and for qualification:  Edward William, Executive Director of Surveillance for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., Robert H. Green, Jr., Director of Property Operations for Atlantic City Showboat, Inc.; and Eric L. Reynolds, Vice President of Community and Employment Initiatives for Marina District Development Company, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 11-14).

However, good cause is found, pursuant to section 106c of the Act and waiver is applied to permit Mr. Francois to retain his casino service employee registration.  Mr. Francois may petition for a casino employee license in accordance with the conditions and timelines set forth in the stipulation  (rulings number 08-08-21-03-A); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino employee license held by Renee D. Farms-Rivers.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment, a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 08-08-21-03-F; transcript pages 15-17).

By a vote of 4-0 denied Nathaniel B. Daley petition to reapply early for casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or work as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number (08-08-21-04-A);

By a vote of 4-0 granted Shayon L. Oatman permission to reapply early for casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling numbers (08-08-21-04-B); and


By a vote of 4-0 granted Darrell P. Thompson permission work as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number (08-08-21-04-C; transcript pages 17-23).

By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Frank R. Casale, II, Guo Y. Chen, Nishidah L. Morton, Jennifer Ocasio, Amedeo Pagano, Akeema S. Pannell and Frank J. Tedeschi  (ruling number 08-08-21-05-A; 08-08-21-05-B; 08-08-21-05-C; 08-08-21-05-D; 08-08-21-05-D; 08-08-21-05-E; 08-08-21-05-F; 08-08-21-05-G; transcript pages 23-27, 46-53).

By a vote of 4-0 granted the petition of Goldman Sachs and waived the qualification requirements of Goldman Sachs Company, Goldman Sachs Asset Management L.P. and GS Investment Strategies, L.L.C., in connection with the pending application for a gaming-related casino service industry license of Pinnacle Entertainment Inc., as permitted by N.J.S.A 5:12-85 (f) and N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14 (b) (3), based on their status as institutional investors as defined by N.J.S.A. 5:12-27.1.  Goldman Sachs Company and its Subsidiaries and Affiliates are permitted to collectively hold up to 10% of Pinnacle Entertainment, Inc., issued and outstanding shares of common stock, subject to findings and conditions in the Order  (PRN 0160806)  (ruling number 08-08-21-06; transcript pages 27-32).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company  (t/a Showboat Casino Hotel), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted the expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 2230801) (ruling number 08-08-21-07; transcript pages 32-35).

By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:54-1.2 and 1.6 and New Rule N.J.A.C. 19:54-1.11  (Promotional gaming credits; Deduction from gross revenue)  (transcript pages 14-15).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested by IGT and Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, L.L.C., and permitted the transfer of the Progressive Jackpots to the 1¢ Fort Knox Nickel Multilevel Progressive Slot Machine Game, subject to compliance with the 30 day notice requirement in N.J.A.C 19:45-1.39 (n) and as set forth in the Resolution  (PRN 2120801) (ruling number 08-08-21-09; transcript pages 35-36).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the petition of Pinnacle Entertainment for Statements of Compliance, subject to the findings and conditions as set forth in the Resolution  (PRN 0760611)  (ruling number 08-08-21-12; transcript pages 87-146).
