By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings      applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*); 
By a vote of 4-0 granted    applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); 
By a vote of 4-0 granted the application of John Burke for renewal of a casino key employee license and for qualification as Executive Vice President and Corporate Treasurer for Trump Entertainment Resorts Holdings, LP and Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc.   (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 8-10).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC, (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton), and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Michael Frawley, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Chief Operating Officer (Regional) for Atlantic City Hilton, without first having been qualified (PRN 2350801) (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-11).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications Allen D. Diaz- Feliz  (a/k/a Alan Diaz, Allen Divinson Diaz), Sara M. Warpness and Lissette Cintron  (a/k/a Lissette Marrero)  (rulings number 08-09-03-04-B; 08-09-03-04-C; 08-09-03-04-D); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the casino employee license renewal application of Nilesh R. Patel (a/k/a Nileshkumar Patel).  Applicant may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 08-09-03-04-A; transcripts pages 11-13)

5.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Kenneth A. Rosevear qualified to serve as Chief Executive Officer of MAC, CORP.  (ruling number 08-09-03-05; transcript pages 13-15).
