session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of September 17, 2008  (transcript page 8).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 17 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*); 
By a vote of 4-0 granted 17 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 11-12).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC, (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton), and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Mary Elizabeth Wilkes, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted her, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Marketing, without first having been qualified (PRN 2610808) (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 13-14).

By votes of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Richard S. Meredith, Tracy Osterloo, Nicol S. Nelson, Mark S. Davis, Thomas S. Hargrave, III, Tasaha C. Burns  (a/k/a Tasheera Burns), Anthony Pretino, Irvin L. Rosario and Marlene Maniscalco (rulings number 08-10-01-04-B; 08-10-01-04-C; 08-10-01-04-D; 08-10-01-04-E, 08-10-01-04-F; 08-10-01-04-G; 08-10-01-04-H; 08-10-01-04-J;08-10-01-04-K);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the casino service employee registration held by Luis A. Gensollen and denied his casino employee license application.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 08-10-01-04-A); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied Mark S. Truss, Sr., casino employee license application.  Applicant may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 08-10-01-04-I; transcript pages 14-16).

Considered the Motion to Dismiss and Stipulation of Settlement in State v. Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resorts), et al.


By votes of 4-0 issued the following rulings:

approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $70,000 against Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. for violation of Casino Control Act and Regulations as detailed in the stipulation of settlement.  Further, Ordered that the $70,000 penalty shall be due and payable from the proceeds of the sale of the property, at the time of Settlement  (07-0231-VC, 07-0487-VC, 07-0602-VC, 07-0670-VC, 07-0673-VC)  (ruling number 08-10-01-05-A, 08-10-01-05-B, 08-10-01-05-B; transcript pages 16-23).

By a vote of 4-0 granted Deborah L. Anderson permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling numbers 08-10-01-06; transcript pages 23-25).

Considered the petition of the Conservator for the former casino licensee, Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., to extend certain transactional waivers and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 4-0 granted the petition, extending the transactional waivers for Consultants Gary Simpson, Pamela Popielarski and G. Michael Brown until December 15, 2008  (PRN 2560801) (rulings number 08-10-01-07; transcript pages 25-28).

Adjourned the Consideration of the sixth application of the Conservator/Trustee for the former casino licensee, Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., for approval of fees for the Conservator/Trustee, his Personal Counsel, Legal and Other Consultants to the October 15, 2008 public meeting  (transcript page 27).

By a vote of 4-0 approve for publication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.37B  (Slot machine tower light)  (transcript pages 27-28).
