Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Sommeling abstained) ratified the minutes of February 15, 2006  (transcript page 7).

2.

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 12 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the application of Regina M. Stasuk for a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of Casino Marketing for Resorts International Hotel, Inc. (Exhibit EL-2*)
By a vote of 5-0 found Sean P. Evans plenarily qualified in connection with the gaming related casino service industry license of Aristocrat Technologies, Inc., pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h)  (transcript pages 8-10).
3.
By votes of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of John A. Hanchar, Patricia Y. Higgs, Gregory E. Moore, Robert L. Warder, Ednardo Valentin, Joi N. Robinson, Steven R. Sparano, Michael J. Inforzato, Donald K. Larmore and Carlo R. Sulprizio     (rulings number 06-03-01-03-A, 06-03-01-03-B, 06-03-01-03-C, 06-03-01-03-D, 06-03-01-03-E, 06-03-01-03-F, 06-03-01-03-H, 06-03-01-03-I, 06-03-01-03-J, 06-03-01-03-K);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credential held by Gar L. Lee.  Respondent may apply for a casino service employee registration; and petition for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-03-01-03-G; transcript pages 10-12).

4
By a vote of 5-0, based upon non-compliance with the reporting conditions set forth in the respective orders, vacated the existing Orders and denied the respective license applications of William R. Anderson, Michael Douglas, Noland W. Graffeo, Samuel A. Holt, Patrick J. Kennedy and Osvaldo Torres  (ruling number 06-03-01-04-A, 06-03-01-04-B, 06-03-01-04-C, 06-03-01-04-D, 06-03-01-04-E, 06-03-01-04-F;  (transcript pages 12-14).

5.
By a vote of 5-0 denied James R. Chubb permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 06-03-01-05-A);

By a vote of 5-0 granted Terrie A. Mault permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee, subject to certain financial obligations  (ruling number 06-03-01-05-B; transcript pages 14-18).
6.
By vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Danny P. Andujar, Jose F. Camacho-Hernandez (a/k/a Jose Camacho), Kelly M. Moelius and Yely Nunez-Jimenez  (ruling number 06-03-01-06-A, 06-03-01-06-B, 06-03-01-06-C, 06-03-01-06-D; transcript pages 18-19).

7.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the Order placing the name of Alex Lu (a/k/a Alexander Luu, Alex Lun, Alex Luu) on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the related petition for final exclusion  (rulings number 06-03-01-07; transcript pages 19-20).

8.
Considered the petition of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc. for approval of Transfers of Securities, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.8 and Other Relief:  

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the proposed transfer based upon and to the extent set forth in the rulings, findings and conditions therein  (PRN 0180605)  (rulings number 06-03-01-08; transcript pages 20-23).
9.
Considered the amended petition of Morgan Stanley & Co. and Morgan Stanley DW, Inc., for a waiver of qualification, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-85f:
By a vote of 5-0 approved the draft resolution and granted the requested waiver of qualification to Morgan Stanley, based upon and to the extent set forth in the findings and rulings, and subject to the conditions contained in the resolution  (PRN 0330608)  (ruling number 06-03-01-09; transcript pages 23-26).
10.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-85d(1), as to Adrian Tannian in her capacity as Chief Accounting Officer for American Properties Investors, Inc (PRN 0270602).  (ruling number 06-03-01-10; transcript pages 26-28).

11.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Jon C. Wolfe qualified to serve as Senior Vice President and Chief Information Officer of RIH Resorts, LLC; and Executive Vice President and Chief Information Officer of Colony RIH Holdings, Inc. (ruling number 06-03-01-11; transcript pages 28-30).

12.
Considered the petition of IGT to terminate the Harley Davidson $.05 Slot System, and to transfer its Combination Jackpot to the Progressive Jackpot of Wheel of Fortune $.01 Slot System, pursuant to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.39(N):
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the transfer of all three elements of the combination progressive slot jackpot, subject to IGT’s satisfaction of the 30-day posting requirement in N.J.A.C 19:45-1.39(n);
The Commission approved a motion to reconsider the petition of IGT to terminate the Harley Davidson $.05 Slot System and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 5-0 waived the requirements of N.J.A.C 19:45-1.40A(m)4 and N.J.A.C 19:45-1.39(n), that a combination progressive jackpot be transferred in its entirety, and further, determined that the merchandise motorcycle prize need not be transferred and permitted the transfer of the progressive jackpot and the $12,500 alternate cash prize, subject to IGT’s satisfaction of the 30-day posting requirement in N.J.A.C 19:45-1.39(n)  (PRN 0230606) (ruling number 06-03-01-13; transcript pages 30-32, 34-36).
13.
Considered the petition of IGT to terminate the Austin Powers $.05 Slot System, and to transfer and split its Progressive Jackpot to the Progressive Jackpots of the TV Hits and the Megariches Slot Systems:
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved IGT’s request to transfer a progressive slot jackpot, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 0230605)  (ruling number 06-03-01-13; transcript pages 32-34).

Chair Kassekert directed Commission Staff to prepare and present an amendment to the Delegated Authority Resolution, which would broaden the staff’s delegated authority to approve progressive jackpot transfers which either “meet or exceed the requirements of N.J.A.C 19: 45- 1.39 (n)”  (transcript pages 36-37).

Consideration of the possession and display of slot machines by DD Gaming, Inc., pursuant to N.J.A.C 19:46-1.22(b):
By a vote of 4-1 ( Commissioner Epps dissented) determined that the Legalized Games of Chance Commission has jurisdiction of the devices and a Commissions’ display permit is not required (ruling number 06-03-01-14; transcript pages 37-46).
15.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.42 (Removal of Slot Drop Buckets and Slot Drop Boxes)  (transcript pages 46-47).
16.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendment to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.48 (Transport of Keno Drawers)  (transcript pages 47-49).
17.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C 19:47-3.12, 4.12 And 7.11 (Disclosed Card Dealt In Error For Baccarat-Punto Banco, Baccarat-Chemin De Fer And Minibaccarat) (transcript pages 49-50).
18.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendment to N.J.A.C 19:47-20.11 (Alternative Pay Tables For Pair Plus Wager In Three Card Poker) (transcript pages 50-51).
