By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of April 5, 2006  (transcript page 12).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 13 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 


By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings the casino service industry license applications of MFC Productions, Inc.; and Highgate Steel, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license renewal application of Fondacaro Companies, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-1*).


By a vote of 5-0 granted 7 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino


employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner Michael A. Fedorko, Commissioner, and denied the casino employee license renewal application of Tamara Y. Davies.  Ms. Davies is prohibited from applying for or holding any license, registration, qualification, or approval required under the Act or working in a non-credential hotel position  (05-0539-ER)  (ruling number 06-04-19-06; transcript pages 20-22).

By a vote of 5-0 granted Carla A. Jamal (a/k/a Carla Rotellini) permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and or to obtain employment early as a non-credential casino hotel alcoholic beverage employee (ruling number 06-04-19-07-A);

By a vote of 5-0 granted Benjamin E. Howard permission to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 06-04-19-07-B); and

By a vote of 5-0 granted Linh Tran permission to reapply early for a casino employee license; a casino service employee registration and or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee, subject to signing a wage execution consent agreement addressing his outstanding student loan  (ruling number 06-04-19-07-C; transcript pages 22-38).

By vote of 5-0 denied Movita Terrell motion for another opportunity for a hearing concerning her license renewal application.  Ms. Terell’s may petition for early reapplication in accordance timelines set forth in the Order  (ruling number 06-04-19-08; transcript 38-48)

Considered the application for suspension in State v. Renee Habermehl (06-0071-RC) and adjourned the matter to the May 3, 2006 public meeting  (transcript pages 48-57).

By vote of 5-0 granted the motion of the Division of Gaming Enforcement and issued a temporary prohibitory Order concerning MFC Productions, Inc. and Julius D. Feinstein  (ruling number 06-04-19-10; transcript pages 57-59).

By a vote of 5-0 amended agenda 06-04-19 and the draft resolution to reflex the title change from Project Vice President, Code of Commitment to Program Vice President, Code of Commitment.  Adopted the draft Resolution and found Jennifer Shatley temporarily qualified and authorized her to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Program Vice President, Code of Commitment for Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Ms. Shatley file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by May 4, 2006  (PRN 0880612) (ruling number 06-04-19-11; transcript pages 59-61).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found the following qualifiers of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc. plenarily qualified:  a) Gerald Einsohn, Vice President and Associate General Counsel; and b) Kirk England, Vice President of Design and Construction  (ruling number 06-04-19-12; transcript pages 61-62).
