Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of September 6, 2006 (transcript page 8).

2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Arrow Promotional Group, LLC and the qualification of Edward Strauss and Margaret Strauss, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c)  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 5-0 found the following plenarily qualified in connection with their respective gaming related casino service industry licenses, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h):  Robert A. Perry, Aristocrat Technologies, Inc.; John C. McMullen, IGT ; James F. Brace, American Gaming & Electronics, Inc.; and Michael Chambrello, Scientific Games Racing, LLC.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-12).
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By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Marina Associates, LLC and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Gregg L. Caren, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Hotel Sales, without first having been qualified  (PRN 2440607)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 12-13).
4.
The stipulation of settlement and consent agreement of Christina K. Kang (a/k/a Kelli Kang, Cristi Kang, Kang My, My Kang) was adjourned.

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Maria S. Garcia, Reginald K. Hines, , Teddi Berrios (a/k/a Teddi Berrios-Rivera), Vernon K. Burkett, Jeffrey P. Piccone, Steven J. Tolbert, Robert L. Daughtry, Sr. (a/k/a Bobbie L. Daughtry, Robert Hodge, Robert Doughtry), Lorenzo Bethea and Tashima T. Ragsdale (rulings number  06-09-20-04-A, 06-09-20-04-B, 06-09-20-04-D, 06-09-20-04-E, 06-09-20-04-G, 06-09-20-04-H, 06-09-20-04-I, 06-09-20-04-K, 06-09-20-04-L);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and continued in effect Judy Terrell casino service employee registration in revoked status.  Respondent may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-09-20-04-C);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the license application of James M. Yandle.  Applicant may be employed in a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation.  (ruling number 06-09-20-04-J); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credential held by David B. Johnson.  Respondent may be employed in a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-09-20-04-M; transcript pages 13-15)

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Richard D. Weber qualified to serve as Vice President and Corporate Controller of Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc. (ruling number 06-09-20-05; transcript pages 15-18).
6.
Considered the petition of Resorts International Hotel, Inc. to approve the transfer of a certain Promissory Note, and for other relief. and oral arguments presented:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested in the petition, to the extent set forth, and subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 2150606) (ruling number 06-09-20-06; transcript pages 18-20).

By a vote of 5-0 tabled the petition of Progressive Games and Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah's Casino Hotel Atlantic City) for approval of a Multi-Casino Progressive Table Game System for up to 90 days and authorized publication of a Notice of Action to that effect  (PRN 2070602)  (transcript pages 20-21).
8.
Considered the petition of IGT to terminate the "Million Dollar Pyramid" slot system, and to transfer its progressive jackpot to the progressive jackpots of the "Wheel of Fortune $.25" and the "Jeopardy $.25" slot systems:


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved IGT's request to transfer a progressive slot jackpot, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 2480601)  (ruling number 06-09-20-08; transcript pages 21-22).
9.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:40-1.2; 19:43-7.3; 19:45-1.10, 1.15, 1.40, 1.46, 1.46A, 1.54 and 1.55; 19:46-1.20; and 19:51-1.1 and 1.2; and proposed New Rules N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.33A, 1.35A and 1.40F; and 19:46-1.28B and 1.28C (Express Jackpots; Gaming Voucher Redemption Machines; Automated Jackpot Payout Machines)  (transcript pages  23-24).
10.
By a vote of 5-0  a) preliminarily approved “all-in hold'em” as a new game compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;  b) authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of “all-in hold'em” to begin on or after October 23, 2006; subject to conditions, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;  c) temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test;  d) delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of “all-in hold'em” and to approve any gaming equipment necessary to the implementation of the test;  e) conditioned any test of “all-in hold'em” upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e;  f) further conditioned any test of “all-in hold'em” upon the filing by Lakes Entertainment, Inc. the necessary documents to complete its application for a casino service industry license, pursuant to section 92c of the Act and the granting of an appropriate transaction waiver to Lakes Entertainment, Inc. )  (transcript pages 24-26).
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By a vote of 5-0  a)  preliminarily approved bust it! as a new wager compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;  b) authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of bust it! to begin on or after October 23, 2006; subject to conditions, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;  c) temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test;  d) delegate to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of bust it! for blackjack and to approve any gaming equipment necessary to the implementation of the test; and  e) conditioned any test of bust it! upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of bust it!  (transcript pages 27-30).

In accordance with Resolution No. 05-12-14-19, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, October 4, 2006, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 30).
