Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of September 20, 2006 (transcript page 8).

2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the junket related casino service industry license application of Mohan B. Laungani, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-102 (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the non-gaming related casino service industry license application C. M. S. Glass Company., Inc  (Exhibit EL-2*;transcripts page 9-11).
3
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Gaming Partners International USA, Inc. (GPI-USA), Gaming Partners International S.A.S. (GPI-SAS) and GPI Mexicana S.A. de C.V. (GPI-Mexicana) and found Robert J. Kelly and Charles R. Henry temporarily qualified to exercise the powers and assume the duties of Outside Director of Gaming Partners International Corporation, for a period of 18 months, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B.  Further, granted the casino service industry license applications of Gaming Partners International USA, Inc. (GPI-USA), Gaming Partners International S.A.S. (GPI-SAS) and GPI Mexicana S.A. de C.V. (GPI-Mexicana), pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(a)  (PRN 1380605)  (ruling number 06-10-04-03; transcript pages 12-14).
4.
The stipulation of settlement and consent agreement of Carlton L. Torian was administratively removed from consideration (05-0764-EA).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Jerome C. Chrisp, April L. Lazlo, Patricia Lingo, Tristan R. Savona, Michael J. Grieco, Carlton L. Torian, David S. Kloster and Ralph E. DiNapoli (rulings number  06-10-04-04-A, 06-10-04-04-B, 06-10-04-04-C, 06-10-04-04-D, 06-10-04-04-E, 06-10-04-04-G, 06-10-04-04-H; transcript pages 14-16).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the relief requested and permitted Geraldine M. Eggers to withdraw her application for a casino key employee license, subject to the condition that the applicant is prohibited from reapplying for a casino key employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the Order  (06-10-04-05; transcript pages 16-17).
6.
The Commission reconsidered the following Final Orders due to non-compliance of conditions therein:
By a vote of 5-0, based upon non-compliance with the reporting conditions set forth in the respective orders, vacated the existing orders and denied the respective license applications of Eric A. Cheatham and Laurence J. Serota (ruling number 06-10-04-05-A, 06-10-04-06; transcript pages 17-19).

7.
By a vote of 5-0 imposed a civil penalty of $1,500.00 against Leyni V. Soto - Villar for underage gaming violation of section 119a of the Act  (ruling number 06-10-04-07; transcript page 19-21).
8.
By a vote of 5-0, due to being underaged on the date of the winnings, the money theoretically won by three gaming patrons in the complaint against Bally’s Park Place, Inc., (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City Hotel and Casino), et al.; is forfeited, and Bally’s Park Place, Inc., with respect to Counts 1, 2 and 3 of the complaint, is required to remit the forfeited money to the Commission in accordance with N.J.S.A 5:12-71.3(c); and further, the fourth count of the complaint shall be continued pending further developments  (06-0341-VC) (rulings number 06-10-04-08; transcript pages 21-23).

9.
By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Shaheeda D. Pannell (ruling number 06-10-04-09; transcript pages 23-24).

10.
Considered the petition of Reel Games, Inc. and Progressive Gaming International Corporation, witnesses and oral arguments presented:
By a vote of 5-0 approved the sealing requests and sealed exhibits A and B (attachments to the petition), as permitted by N.J.S.A 5:12-74 (d); and

granted Reel Games, Inc. permission to invoice and receive payment from certain casino licenses for the period April 1, 2006 through July 2, 2006 for Caribbean stud games.  (PRN 2290604) (ruling number 06-10-04-10; transcript pages 24-26).

11.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-85d(1), as to Thom Reilly in his capacity as Vice President, Community Reinvestment & Social Responsibility for Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc.   (ruling number 06-10-04-11; transcript pages 26-28).
12.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., (t/a Showboat Casino Hotel), for amendments to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the reconfigurations and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 2510606) (ruling number 06-10-04-12; transcript pages 28-29).

In accordance with Resolution No. 05-12-14-19, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, October 18, 2006, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 30).


There being no members of the public to address the Commission, the meeting adjourned at 10:50 a.m.
