PIMPINELLI:  Chairman and
18        Commissioners, I do note Miss Muhammad is here.
19               Would you like to come up and have a
20        seat?
21               MS. MUHAMMAD:  Hello.
22               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Hi.  Welcome.
23               MS. MUHAMMAD:  Thank you.
24               MS. PIMPINELLI:  This is a stipulation
25        of settlement in an initial application for a
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2        casino key employee license.
3               Brian is here on behalf of the Division,
4        and it's my understanding that he has a
5        correction to place on the record about the
6        stipulation with respect to this matter.
7               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Okay.  Thank you very
8        much.
9               MR. BISCIEGLIA:  I do.

10               CHAIR LEVINSON:  The Division --
11               MR. BISCIEGLIA:  The Division does have
12        something further in this matter.
13               CHAIR LEVINSON:  All right.
14               MR. BISCIEGLIA:  It was brought to my
15        attention as I reviewed the stipulation of
16        settlement that if you would look at Paragraph
17        7 on Page 2, you will see the first sentence
18        begins:  The Petitioner has a civil judgment
19        filed against her.  The word "judgment" was
20        placed there erroneous.  It should be read a
21        "civil complaint" as no judgment was entered
22        into this matter.
23               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Okay.  Thank you very
24        much.
25               MR. BISCIEGLIA:  Outside of that, the
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2        Division would ask that the stipulation be
3        approved with that noted.
4               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
5               MR. BISCIEGLIA:  With that correction.
6               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Miss Muhammad, anything
7        to say?
8               MS. MUHAMMAD:  No.  But thanks for the
9        opportunity.

10               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Okay.  Thank you.
11               Okay.  So do I have a motion in this
12        matter?
13               COMMISSIONER COOPER:  Okay.  Yes.  Mr.
14        Chairman, with those representations or the
15        clarifications, I would like to make a motion
16        to approve the stipulation of settlement
17        between the Division and the Applicant and
18        grant the application of Lashanna P. Muhammad
19        for an initial casino key employee license
20        subject to compliance with certain financial
21        and reporting conditions as provided in the
22        stipulation.
23               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you very much.
24               Is there a second?
25               VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  I'll second
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1        ITEM NO. 13
2        that.
3               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any discussion?
4               (No response.)
5               CHAIR LEVINSON:  All those in favor?
6               (Ayes.)
7               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Opposed?
8               (No response.)
9               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Motion carries.

10               Thank you.
11               MS. MUHAMMAD:  Yea!
12               (Laughter.)
13               VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Good luck.
14               MS. FAUNTLEROY:  Item No. 13 for your
15        consideration is the -- is the consideration of
16        the qualification of Michael Elkins to serve as
17        a member of the board of directors of Trump
18        Entertainment Resorts, Inc.
19               Ms. Wozniak of the General Counsel's
20        Office is here to review that matter with you.
21               MS. WOZNIAK:  Good morning, Chair and
22        Commissioners.
23               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Good morning.
24               MS. WOZNIAK:  On February 13th, 2013,
25        the Commission granted permission to Mr. Elkins
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1        ITEM NO. 13
2        to serve on the Trump Entertainment board of
3        directors pending his plenary qualification.  A
4        draft resolution granting plenary qualification
5        has distributed to the parties.
6               Sara Ben-David is here on behalf of the
7        DGE.  And it appears that Trump is not
8        represented.
9               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you very much.

10               Hi.  Good morning.
11               MS. BEN-DAVID:  Hi, good morning,
12        Chairman and Commissioners.  Sara Ben-David for
13        the Division of Gaming Enforcement.
14               Since casino counsel isn't here, I guess
15        I'll just say that you have our report
16        recommending the qualification of Mr. Elkins.
17               We've reviewed the draft resolution and
18        have no objection to it.
19               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you very much.
20               Any question of Counsel?  For Counsel?
21               VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  No questions.
22               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Is there a motion?
23               VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  I move that we
24        adopt the draft resolution and find Michael
25        Elkins qualified to serve as a member of the
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1        ITEM NO. 14
2        board of directors of Trump Entertainment
3        Resorts, Inc., in accordance with NJSA
4        5:12-85.1 c and d; NJSA 5:12-89b(1) and (2);
5        and NJAC 13:69C-2.7.
6               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
7               Is there a second?
8               COMMISSIONER COOPER:  I'll second that.
9               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any discussion?

10               This is a roll call vote.
11               MS. FAUNTLEROY:  Commissioner Cooper?
12               COMMISSIONER COOPER:  Yes.
13               MS. FAUNTLEROY:  Vice Chair Harrington?
14               VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Yes.
15               MS. FAUNTLEROY:  Chairman Levinson?
16               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Yes.
17               MS. FAUNTLEROY:  Let the record reflect
18        that the vote passed unanimously.
19               Thank you, Mary.
20               Item 14 is the joint petition of Bally's
21        Park Place, Inc., d/b/a Bally's Atlantic City,
22        Boardwalk Regency Corporation d/b/a Atlantic
23        City, Showboat Atlantic City, LLC, d/b/a
24        Showboat, Casino Hotel, and Harrah's Atlantic
25        City Operating Company, LLC, d/b/a Harrah's
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2        Resort Atlantic City for the issuance of a
3        multi-casino endorsement pursuant to NJSA
4        5:12-91.1 upon the casino key employee license
5        of Grant Lindle.
6               Stephanie Olivo is here to present that
7        matter for you.
8               MS. OLIVO:  Good morning, Chairman and
9        Commissioners.

10               Mr. Lindle is an existing Manager of
11        Market Tech Operations at Bally's, Caesars,
12        Showboat, and Harrah's, and he's been recently
13        designated the mandatory IT department manager.
14        This is a position for a multi-casino
15        endorsement.
16               I have circulated a draft resolution.
17               Miss Richardson is here for the Division
18        and Mr. Magazzu for the casinos.
19               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you very much.
20               Mr. Magazzu?
21               MR. MAGAZZU:  Thank you, Chairman and
22        Commissioners.  Good morning.
23               My name is Mike Magazzu on behalf of
24        Bally's, Caesars, and Showboat.
25               I reviewed of the draft resolution.  We
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2        don't have any objection to it.  I reviewed it
3        with my clients, and we respectfully -- excuse
4        me.  Respectfully request that you adopt the
5        same, granting our petition for Mr. Lindle's
6        multi-casino endorsement.
7               Thank you.
8               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
9               Miss Richardson, how you doing?  Good

10        morning.
11               MS. RICHARDSON:  Good morning.  Thank
12        you.
13               DAG Adams had submitted a notice of no
14        objection to the multi-casino endorsement on
15        October 10th, and we've also reviewed the draft
16        resolution and have no objection.
17               Thank you.
18               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you very much.
19               Any questions for Counsel?
20               (No response.)
21               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Do I have a motion on
22        this matter?
23               COMMISSIONER COOPER:  Mr. Chairman, I
24        move to approve the joint petition and grant
25        Grant Lindle a multi-casino endorsement upon
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1        ITEM NO. 15
2        his casino key employee license pursuant to
3        NJSA 5:12-91.1 for Bally's Park Place,
4        Incorporated, Boardwalk Regency Corporation,
5        Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC,
6        and Harrah's Atlantic City Operating Company,
7        LLC.
8               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
9               Is there a second?

10               VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  I'll second
11        that.
12               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any discussion?
13               (No response.)
14               CHAIR LEVINSON:  All those in favor?
15               (Ayes.)
16               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Opposed?
17               (No response.)
18               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Motion carries.
19               MR. MAGAZZU:  Thank you.
20               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
21               MS. FAUNTLEROY:  Item No. 15 is the
22        joint petition of MGM Resorts International,
23        Boyd Gaming Corporation, and the Marina
24        District Development Company, LLC, for approval
25        of an amendment to the surface parking lot

2        lease, Block 576, Lot 1.07 between Marina
3        District Development Company and MAC CORP.
4               Miss Olivo will review that matter with
5        you as well.
6               MS. OLIVO:  Mr. Fisher is here for MGM
7        Resorts International, and Miss Richardson is
8        here for the Division.
9               I have circulated a draft resolution in

10        this matter.
11               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you very much.
12               Mr. Fisher?
13               MR. FISHER:  Good morning,
14        Commissioners.
15               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Good morning.
16               MR. FISHER:  CJ Fisher from Fox
17        Rothschild on behalf of MGM Resorts
18        International, Mirage Resorts, Incorporated,
19        and MAC CORP.
20               Before you is a Borgata petition for
21        approval of an amendment to a lease agreement
22        between MAC CORP and Marina District
23        Development Company doing business as the
24        Borgata.
25               The amendment seeks to decrease the
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2        early termination provision in the lease from
3        six months to two [sic] months.  We're seeking
4        approval pursuant to the March 2010 stipulation
5        of settlement between MGM and the DGE.
6               I have reviewed the proposed resolution,
7        and we have no objection to its form or
8        substance.
9               Thank you.

10               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you very much.
11               Miss Richardson?
12               MS. RICHARDSON:  Good morning, again.
13        Tracy Richardson for the Division of Gaming
14        Enforcement.
15               We submitted a letter of no objection to
16        you on October 8th, and we reviewed the draft
17        resolution and have no objection to it.
18               Thank you.
19               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you very much.
20               Commissioners, any questions for
21        Counsel?
22               VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  No.  I would
23        just like to say, though, Miss Olivo, thank you
24        very much for the memo.  I appreciated where it
25        says your -- "for your convenient reference"
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2        and then the stipulation enclosed.  I was,
3        like, okay.  Thank you.
4               MS. OLIVO:  You're welcome.
5               VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Thank you.
6               MS. OLIVO:  And if I may?  Mr. Fisher,
7        you indicate a two-month termination notice
8        period or three months?
9               MR. FISHER:  Three month.

10               MS. OLIVO:  Okay.  My mistake.
11               MR. FISHER:  I apologize.
12               MS. OLIVO:  I thought he said two, and I
13        thought it was three.
14               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Okay.
15               MS. OLIVO:  So it's three.
16               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any further questions?
17               Is there a motion in this matter.
18               VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Mr. Chairman, I
19        move that we grant the requested relief and
20        approve the amendment to the surface parking
21        lot lease, decreasing the termination period
22        from six months to three months.
23               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
24               Is there a second?
25               COMMISSIONER COOPER:  I'll second that.
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1        ITEM NO. 15
2               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any discussion?
3               (No response.)
4               CHAIR LEVINSON:  All those in favor?
5               (Ayes.)
6               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Opposed?
7               (No response.)
8               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Motion carries.
9               Thank you very much.

10               MR. FISHER:  Thank you.
11               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
12               MS. FAUNTLEROY:  In accordance with
13        Resolution No. 12-12-12-03, the next closed
14        session of the Commission shall be held on
15        Wednesday, November 20, 2013, at 9:30 a.m. in
16        the Commission offices.
17               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
18               This is the public participation portion
19        of the meeting.  Anyone from the public that
20        wish to be heard?
21               (No response.)
22               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Seeing none, the public
23        portion is now closed.
24               I will entertain a motion to adjourn.
25               COMMISSIONER COOPER:  I'll make a
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1
2        motion.
3               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Second?
4               VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Second.
5               CHAIR LEVINSON:  All those in favor?
6               (Ayes.)
7               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Opposed?
8               (No response.)
9               CHAIR LEVINSON:  Motion carries.
