13                This is an existing position that was
14         previously filled with a key license employee.
15         It is a corporate position based out of Nevada,
16         and we're simply filling that spot with a new
17         employee.  The former employee has left, and
18         this is a new employee taking his position.  It
19         doesn't have any impact on the New Jersey.  The
20         New Jersey will operation or staffing in New
21         Jersey or anything.  This is a corporate
22         position out of Nevada.
23                I have reviewed the draft resolution,
24         and have no comment on it.  We'd ask that you
25         approve it.
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2                And if you have any questions, I'm here.
3                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
4                Miss Richardson?
5                MS. RICHARDSON:  Thank you.
6                You have our response of no objection to
7         the relief requested from March 2nd.
8                We've also reviewed the draft resolution
9         and have no objections to that.

10                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you very much.
11                Commissioners, do you have any questions
12         for counsel on this subject?
13                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  I just have a
14         comment again.  I understand it's a corporate
15         position, but considering, you know, where we
16         live in Atlantic City right now and the -- the
17         economic circumstances as well as the
18         governance, I think it would be -- and I've
19         said this before -- I think it would really
20         behoove some of the corporate executives to
21         move to New Jersey and have a base here.  So I
22         would appreciate that.
23                MR.  AGNELLINI:  Commissioner, I
24         appreciate the concern.  The company is
25         obviously aware of your concern.  It is -- what
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2         you are seeing, especially from Caesars, are
3         some turnover in some of the these positions
4         because there's a new governing structure now
5         at Caesars.  There's a new CEO.  And some
6         things have been changing in the corporate side
7         of things.
8                Again, it hasn't been downsizing any
9         operations in New Jersey.  It hasn't impacted

10         any the employment in New Jersey.  These are
11         corporate positions.  Unfortunately, their
12         corporate headquarters is in Nevada, and it
13         oversees the entire Caesars Enterprise.  But,
14         you know, the company is cognizant of your
15         concern, and we've talked about it before.  I
16         will obviously make them aware of it again.
17                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Thank you.  I
18         don't think it's entirely accurate to say that
19         it's had no impact in New Jersey.  I'm not
20         talking about right now.  I'm talking about
21         over the course of my tenure on the Commission.
22         We have certainly seen positions that have
23         relocated or consolidated, but.
24                MR. AGNELLINI:  Okay.
25                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Thank you.
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2                MR.  AGNELLINI:  You're welcome.
3                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Can -- with the casino
4         accounting controller position that I had when
5         I worked in the casinos and over the Caesars
6         Interactive Entertainment and looking at the
7         revenue that comes out of the state of New
8         Jersey when it comes to this company, can you
9         explain to me the basis of why this position

10         doesn't require it to be in the state of New
11         Jersey?  I mean, I understand it's corporate,
12         but when you look at what happens in New Jersey
13         and how with the revenues taken into that
14         company out of the state of New Jersey, it's my
15         concern as a controller.  And I understand this
16         looks like a very routine situation here, but
17         things have changed in the atmosphere in the
18         New Jersey gaming and in Atlantic City and in
19         this area.
20                MR.  AGNELLINI:  It certainly is
21         obviously a casino accounting controller
22         position.  Caesars Interactive is the on-line
23         side of Caesars, and that function has a
24         corporate level that is handling not only New
25         Jersey but whatever they're doing in Nevada and
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2         also the social gaming side of things, that
3         Caesars Interactive has a very large social
4         gaming business.  These functions are all based
5         out of Nevada.  There are positions in New
6         Jersey that were created as part of the
7         internet gaming.
8                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Uh-hum.
9                MR. AGNELLINI:  And those positions

10         remain.  There is an accounting function that
11         happens here in New Jersey that is part of the
12         internet gaming function.  This is a corporate
13         casino function.  It doesn't have any direct
14         impact into the gaming revenue coming out of
15         New Jersey.  It accounts for the casino revenue
16         that comes out of New Jersey on the iGaming
17         side.  So it's sort of a level removed from the
18         actual gaming operations.  Which is why it's
19         allowed to be at a -- or why it is at a
20         corporate level.
21                Obviously, again, there's still a New
22         Jersey based casino accounting function on both
23         the land-based and the internet gaming side.
24                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Okay.
25                COMMISSIONER COOPER:  I would just like
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2         to add, I fully understand your explanations to
3         my colleagues, the Chair and Vice Chair.  And
4         this has been going on for years.  And as you
5         just mentioned, the new corporate structure, et
6         cetera, et cetera.  Perhaps, just a thought,
7         going forward that you can review the hiring
8         practices, look at the hiring practices about
9         the position development, as we've said, to

10         increase additional opportunities here in New
11         Jersey.  By doing so you, representing Caesars,
12         can send a positive message and a lasting
13         commitment about the importance of the Atlantic
14         City market to the overall corporation.
15                Just food for thought.
16                MR.  AGNELLINI:  I will absolutely take
17         that message back to the company.
18                COMMISSIONER COOPER:  We'd like to work
19         with you.
20                MR. AGNELLINI:  Understood.
21                COMMISSIONER COOPER:  And it's been
22         going on for years, but it's 2016, and things
23         have to be addressed.
24                Okay.  Thank you so much.
25                MR.  AGNELLINI:  Thank you.
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2                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any further questions
3         for counsel?
4                (No response.)
5                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Hearing nothing
6         further, I'll entertain a motion on this
7         matter.
8                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Mr. Chairman, I
9         move we approve the Petition and:

10                A, issue a temporary casino key employee
11         license to Phillip Roberts pursuant to NJSA
12         5:12-89(e) with a multi-casino endorsement
13         pursuant to NJSA 5:12-91.1;
14                B, permit Mr. Roberts to assume the
15         duties and exercise the powers of Casino
16         Accounting Controller for Caesars Interactive
17         Entertainment, Inc., pending plenary licensure;
18                And, C, grant the Petitioners request to
19         waive the residency requirement as provided for
20         in NJSA 5:12-89(b)4.
21                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
22                Is there a second?
23                COMMISSIONER COOPER:  Mr. Chairman, I'll
24         second that.
25                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any discussion?
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2                (No response.)
3                CHAIR LEVINSON:  This is a roll call
4         vote.
5                MS. FAUNTLEROY:  Commissioner Cooper?
6                COMMISSIONER COOPER:  Yes.
7                MS. FAUNTLEROY:  Vice Chair Harrington?
8                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Yes.
9                MS. FAUNTLEROY:  And Chairman Levinson?

10                CHAIR LEVINSON:  No.
11                I just would like to state that this
12         vote is nothing against the credentialing of
13         Mr. Roberts.  It's my issue with the position
14         and the residency waiver where I would
15         (unintelligible).
16                MR. AGNELLINI:  Okay.
17                MS. FAUNTLEROY:  Okay?  Item No. 10 for
18         your consideration is the Petition of Caesars
19         Enterprise Services, Harrah's Atlantic City
20         Operating Company, LLC, Boardwalk Regency
21         Corporation, and Bally's Park Place, Inc., for
22         the issuance of a temporary casino key employee
23         license and multi-casino endorsement for Sandra
24         Morris and permission for her to assume the
25         duties and exercise the powers of Director
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2         Information Technology for Caesars Enterprise
3         Services, Harrah's Atlantic City Operating
4         Company, LLC, Boardwalk Regency Corporation,
5         and Bally's Park Place, Inc., and a waiver of
6         residency pursuant to NJSA 5:12-89(b)4.
7                Again, Senior Counsel Casey will review
8         that matter with you.
9                MS. CASEY:  Thank you again.

10                Chairman and Commissioners, for your
11         consideration is the Petition of Caesars
12         Enterprise Services and the Caesars entities
13         for the issuance of a temporary casino key
14         employee license with multi-casino endorsement
15         for Sandra Morris and permission for her to
16         assume the duties and exercise the powers of
17         Director Information Technology for Caesars
18         Enterprise Services and the casino entities,
19         the Caesars casino entities.
20                Again, a waiver of residency -- a waiver
21         of the residency requirement has been
22         requested.
23                A draft resolution was circulated to the
24         parties.
25                And counsel is present.
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2                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
3                Let's make the record note that the same
4         attorneys are up here.  I'm certain Dianna will
5         yell at me later.
6                So, Mr. Agnellini, go ahead.
7                MR.  AGNELLINI:  Good morning.  Pacifico
8         Agnellini, from Brownstein, Hyatt, Farber,
9         Schreck, on the behalf of --

10                CHAIR LEVINSON:  You don't want to get
11         yelled at by Dianna.
12                MR.  AGNELLINI:  Yeah.
13                Caesars Enterprise Services and the
14         Atlantic City licensees.
15                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
16                Miss Richardson?
17                MS. RICHARDSON:  Tracy Richardson for
18         the Division of Gaming Enforcement.
19                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
20                MR.  AGNELLINI:  Miss Fauntleroy and I
21         have to talk --
22                CHAIR LEVINSON:  I see that.  Yes.
23                MR.  AGNELLINI:  -- frequently.  And I
24         then get to interact with you.
25                But before you is a petition seeking
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2         again a temporary -- the issuance of a
3         temporary key license for Sandra Morris to
4         assume the position of Director of Information
5         Technology for -- this is for Caesars
6         Enterprise Services and the Atlantic City
7         Operating Companies and the residency waiver.
8                This is a -- this is a different
9         situation, in that this person -- I believe,

10         has held this job some time prior to 2010.  She
11         was issued a key license and residency waiver
12         in 2010.  Again, it's a corporate position in
13         Nevada.  And for some reason, when the license
14         came up for renewal, she didn't think that she
15         needed to renew and, unfortunately, didn't
16         bring it to anyone's attention, and so the
17         license lapsed.  She has -- in this position,
18         has remained in this position.  Nothing has
19         changed other than the license inadvertently
20         lapsed.  So what we're asking is for the temp
21         key.  And she's refiled everything.  She has to
22         go through the process again.
23                And we have tightened up some internal
24         controls, also, to make sure that we are
25         following -- the company's following this so it
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2         doesn't happen again.
3                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
4                MR. AGNELLINI:  Until we get --
5                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Understood.  Not
6         (unintelligible).
7                MS. RICHARDSON:  Thank you.
8                You in this case also have a response of
9         March 2nd of no objection to the relief.

10                Again based on the circumstances of this
11         case with the position being filled, in this
12         instance, by the same individual where the
13         position was previously approved for a key
14         license and a residency waiver, we've also
15         reviewed the draft resolution and have no
16         objections to that.
17                Thank you.
18                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
19                Commissioners, any questions for
20         counsel?
21                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  I'll just say
22         I'm glad to hear that you -- you or they --
23         have tightened up their internal controls with
24         regard to assuring that licensure is attended
25         to.  And, you know, please.  We'll send her the
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2         real estate from the Press of Atlantic City.
3                (Laughter.)
4                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Maybe just a
5         vacation home.
6                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Yeah.  My main comment
7         was also on the internal controls.  So I'm glad
8         that that's taken a look at and making sure
9         that the employees that are working the

10         positions that should be keyed are.  And we
11         also are looking at that, too, so.
12                MR. AGNELLINI:  Yeah.
13                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any further questions?
14                (No response.)
15                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Nothing further?
16                Is there a motion on this matter?
17                COMMISSIONER COOPER:  Mr. Chairman, I
18         move to approve the petition and:
19                A, issue a temporary casino key license
20         to Sandra Morris pursuant to NJSA 5:12-89(e)
21         with a multi-casino endorsement pursuant to
22         NJSA 5:12-91.1;
23                B, to permit Miss Morris to assume the
24         duties and exercise the powers of Director
25         Information Technology for Caesars Enterprise
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2         Services, Harrah's Atlantic City Operating
3         Company, LLC, Boardwalk Regency Corporation,
4         and Bally's Park Place, Inc., pending plenary
5         licensure;
6                And, C, grant the Petitioners request to
7         waive the residence requirement as provided for
8         in NJSA 5:12-89(b)4.
9                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.

10                Is there is second?
11                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Second.
12                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any discussion?
13                (No response.)
14                CHAIR LEVINSON:  This is a roll call
15         vote.
16                MS. FAUNTLEROY:  Commissioner Cooper?
17                COMMISSIONER COOPER:  Yes.
18                MS.  FAUNTLEROY:  Vice Chair Harrington?
19                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Yes.
20                MS.  FAUNTLEROY:  And Chairman Levinson?
21                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Yes.
22                MS.  FAUNTLEROY:  Thank you.
23                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
24                MR.  AGNELLINI:  Thank you.
25                MS.  FAUNTLEROY:  Item No. 11 is the
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2         consideration of the resolution of the Casino
3         Control Commission acknowledging March as
4         Problem Gambling Awareness Month.
5                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
6                Miss Harrington, would you like to read
7         the resolution on the record?
8                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  I will.
9                Whereas, problem gambling is a

10         significant public health issue affecting New
11         Jersey residents of all ages and racial and
12         ethnic backgrounds in all communities across
13         this state and one which has significant social
14         and economic cost and;
15                Whereas, problem gambling is a treatable
16         disease and proper management is invaluable in
17         minimizing the harm to individuals, their
18         families, and society as a whole and;
19                Whereas, promoting an awareness provides
20         individuals in the problem gambling community
21         with an opportunity to educate the public about
22         the problem gambling and the availability and
23         success of treatment and;
24                Whereas, the Casino Control Commission
25         recognizes that numerous individuals,
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2         professionals, and organizations have dedicated
3         themselves to educating the public about
4         problem gambling and the availability and
5         success of treatment, and it recognizes the
6         need to inform and encourage others who are
7         interested in assisting problem gamblers, and;
8                Whereas, the New Jersey Casino Control
9         Commission has partnered with the Council on

10         Compulsive Gambling of New Jersey in the past
11         to promote awareness of problem gambling
12         awareness month through a variety of activities
13         and;
14                Whereas, the Council on Compulsive
15         Gambling of New Jersey provides around-
16         the-clock support for problem gamblers through
17         its 1-800-GAMBLER hotline and offers training
18         opportunity for counselors and others who want
19         to provide help to problem gamblers and;
20                Whereas, Governor Chris Christie has
21         designated March as "Problem Gambling Awareness
22         Month" in the State of New Jersey;
23                Now, therefore be it resolved that the
24         Casino Control Commission recognizes that March
25         has been designated "Problem Gambling Awareness
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2         Month," and it supports and applauds the
3         Council on Compulsive Gambling for its ongoing
4         efforts to provide assistance to problem
5         gambling, and also to education the public
6         about the significant public health issue.
7                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
8                Is there a motion to adopt this draft
9         resolution?

10                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  I move that we
11         adopt the draft resolution.
12                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Second?
13                COMMISSIONER COOPER:  I'll second that.
14                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any discussion?
15                (No response.)
16                CHAIR LEVINSON:  All those in favor?
17                (Ayes.)
18                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Opposed?
19                (No response.)
20                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Adopted.
21                Thank you.
22                MS. FAUNTLEROY:  In accordance with
23         Resolution 15-12-09-03, the next closed session
24         of the Commission will be held on April 13,
25         2016, at 9:30 a.m. in the Commission offices.
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1
2                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
3                This is now the public participation
4         portion of the meeting.  Anybody from the
5         public wish to be heard?
6                (No response.)
7                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Seeing none, this
8         part -- this part is now closed.
9                Is there a motion to adjourn?

10                COMMISSIONER COOPER:  I'll make that
11         motion.
12                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Second?
13                VICE CHAIR HARRINGTON:  Second.
14                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any discussion?
15                (No response.)
16                CHAIR LEVINSON:  All those in favor?
17                (Ayes.)
18                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Opposed?
19                (No response.)
20                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Motion carries.
